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All PRSSA members, whether or not you’re taking 390h for credit are required to participate in these presentations.  For those taking 390h for credit, the presentations count for toward the committee performance portion (worth 40%) of your total grade for the semester.

Date:  

The objective of these presentations is to clearly convey to the general PRSSA body the accomplishments of the committees and accounts.  Each presentation should be 

5-6 minutes long.  Fitting in a semester’s worth of accomplishments in such a short time frame is not easy.  This means that content will have to be very tight and well organized.  

Following is a suggested outline/structure for the Committee and Account presentations:

· Accounts only - Client profile/Situation analysis

· Goals set for the semester

· Goals accomplished

· Specific tasks completed.

· Samples of work

· Suggestions for the committee/account for the coming year.

Note:  The advisors will grade the committees and accounts on the presentations.  Grading will be based on clarity of presentation and goals achieved.
